Emergency Administration of Benadryl Form 
PARENTAL/GUARDIAN PERMISSION FOR EMERGENCY ADMINISTRATION OF ORAL BENADRYL
Benadryl may be administered by mouth at the onset of a systemic reaction characterized by general rash and/or edema and for mild to moderate respiratory distress due to the environment, food or insect allergies.

If your child has an allergic reaction and the condition permits, I will notify the parents/guardians and obtain verbal permission to administer liquid Benadryl.  Since allergic reactions can be serious, I would like permission to administer liquid Benadryl in time of emergency only and then notify the parents/guardians.  This procedure could save a child’s life.
