Your project should be just about completed. The next few assignments will be to put together a written report of your project.

Your assignment:

Type the Data and Results. Font 12 in Time New Roman and use the preset 1” margins. Also typed work should be double spaced.
· For the graphs and charts, use Microsoft Word, Excel or a comparable program. We will go over in class how to make charts, tables, and graphs on the computer.
· Data: 2-3 pages (1 pg for write up of observations, another 1-2 pg for graphs and charts)
· Can include: 

· A table of dated observations.
· A data table of daily measurements, raw collected data and/or statistics from your experiment.
· Charts and graphs made from the measurements using a computer program.

· Model your write up after examples 6 and 7 on pg 26 (page # at the top) of science fair packet

· Results: ½ to 1 page
· Provide information on what happened during the experiment.

· You are to just report the information about what happened during the project, NOT why you think it did or did not happen.

· Basically you are taking your data and explaining it.

· Model your write up after examples 8 on pg 26 (page # at the top) of science fair packet. Your write up can be longer than what is shown.

For assistance and examples, read pages 18-23, 25 and 26 of the science fair packet (pages are numbered at the top).

Failure to complete this assignment by the due date will result in a lunch detention.
